Antimicrobial resistance (AMR) is a silent pandemic affecting
millions of people per year. Animals raised for food production are
considered as potential sources of resistant zoonotic bacteria that
can impact human health. There is a need to continuously monitor

changes in antimicrobial resistance in food animals to protect public

health. In this talk, Shivdeep Hayer will discuss his research on
changes in AMR in zoonotic bacteria collected from pigs in North

America over the last decade. He will discuss analyses conducted on

data generated by veterinary diagnostic labs in the USA and
surveillance data collected in Canada.
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
